Arvizu, Barish, Beering, Bement, Bowen, Clough, Droegemeier, Ford, Hastings, 
Hoffman, Lanzerotti, Leshner, Strauss, Sullivan, andVasquez participated in the vote 
through an e-mail polling of the Board.  No Member voted against the closure of this 
meeting.
