ANNOUNCEMENT OF FISCAL YEAR 2000 DEADLINE DATES

FOR RECEIPT OF PROPOSALS

Division of International Programs (INT)

 

Dear Colleague: 

The Division of International Programs (INT) will use deadline dates for proposal submissions for the programs listed below competing for FY 20001 funds. There are NO deadlines for INT programs not specifically listed below.

These dates supersede those listed in the INT Program Announcement, International Opportunities for Scientists and Engineers (NSF 96-14), at http://www.nsf.gov/sbe/int/9614rev.htm and Announcement of Fiscal Year 1999 Deadline Dates -- Dear Colleague Letter (NSF 99-66) at http://www.nsf.gov/cgi-bin/getpub?nsf9966. All activities not listed here accept proposals at all times. 

FastLane submission to INT programs is encouraged, but not required until October 2000 http://www.nsf.gov/pubs/1998/iin123/iin123.txt. Complete instructions for FastLane proposal submission can be found on the FastLane Web page at http://www.fastlane.nsf.gov. The deadline dates for receipt of proposals are: 

February 1, 2000 

Africa, Near East, and South Asian Region: all activities, except planning visits. 

May 1, 2000 

Argentina, Brazil, Mexico, and Venezuela: all activities, except planning visits and dissertation enhancements which are accepted at any time.

Western European Region: all activities, except cooperative activities supported by the NSF and the French National Center for Scientific Research (CNRS) and cooperative activities supported by the NSF and the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD) for which the deadline dates are June 15, 2000. Planning visits and dissertation enhancement proposals are accepted anytime. 

June 15, 2000:
France: cooperative activities supported by the NSF and the French National Center for Scientific Research (CNRS).

Germany: cooperative activities supported by the NSF and the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD).

Japan: cooperative research and joint seminars and workshops; dissertation enhancements are accepted at anytime.

July 1, 2000 

Korea Cooperative Program: all activities, except Summer Institutes (December 1) and planning visits (no deadline). 

September 1, 2000: 

Africa, Near East, and South Asian Region: all activities, except planning visits which are accepted at anytime.

Japan: medium- and long-term visits for senior researchers, and for junior researchers proposing to go to Japanese corporate laboratories; and for medium-term visits for junior researchers to Japanese government labs.

November 1, 1999 

All countries: International Research Fellow awards 

Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Mexico, and Venezuela: all activities, except planning visits and dissertation enhancements which are accepted at any time.

Western European Region: all activities, except cooperative activities supported by the NSF and the French National Center for Scientific Research (CNRS) and cooperative activities supported by the NSF and the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD) for which the deadline dates are June 15, 2000. Planning visits and dissertation enhancement proposals are accepted anytime. 

November 15, 1999 
Israel: U.S.-Israel Binational Science Foundation (proposals submitted directly to BSF. Contact: 703-306-1707).

December 1, 1999 

Japan and Korea: Summer Programs (Institutes) for Graduate Students. The Program Announcement is Summer Programs in Japan and Korea(NSF 96-151), at http://www.nsf.gov/sbe/int/nsf96151.htm.
