BUDGET
The NSF is under a continuing resolution (P.L. 110-92) for FY 2008 that will run until November 16th.  The news for NSF has been good out of both the House and Senate.  The House allowance provides $6.509 million, which is $80.0 million more than the NSF request level.   The Senate allowance is $6.553 million, $124.4 million above the request level.   The FY 2008 request level of $6.429 million reflects a 6.8 percent increase over the FY 2007 level. 
PROGRAMMATIC ACTIVITIES
For the first time, CISE has compiled in one place a list of all research-focused program announcements and solicitations currently active or under development. By providing this preview, we have tried to provide our research community with a sense of the breadth of research opportunities existing within NSF, and to help researchers better plan for proposal preparation for this and coming years.
