b. 	That no portion of the work required by the awardgrant will be performed in a facility listed on the Environmental Protection Agency List of Violating Facilities on the date that the awardgrant was awarded unless and until EPA eliminates the name of such facility or facilities from such listing.

c. 	To use its best efforts to comply with clean air standards and clean water standards at the facility in which the awardgrant is being performed.

d. 	To insert the substance of the provisions of this article into any nonexempt subcontract.

Sec. 516. (a) Purchase of American-Made Equipment and 

Products.--It is the sense of the Congress that, to the greatest extent practicable, all equipment and products purchased with funds made available in this Act should be American-made.



(b) Notice Requirement.--In providing financial assistance 

to, or entering into any contract with, any entity using funds made available in this Act, the head of each Federal agency, to the greatest extent practicable, shall provide to such entity a notice describing the statement made in subsection (a) by the Congress.
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
